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yield the right of way to police or fire department vehicles when the
latter are operated upon official business and the driver thereof audible
gignals by bell,'exhaust or siren-whistle. This provision sﬁall nob
operate 1o relieve the driver of & police or fire department vehicle from
their duty to drive with due regard for the safety of all persons using
the said public streets, nor shall it protect the driver of any such
vehicle from the consequence of an arbitrary exercise of such right of
WaY o

(FP) Wherever a sign notifying the driver of a vehicle to come to
e full stop upon entering or crosging another street has been erected or
placed by the authority of the City Council it shall be unlawful for
any person t6 fail to stop in obedience to the notice given by such sign,

(¢) No person shall park any vehicle, or permit it to stand,
whe ther attended or unattended, upon a public street in front of any
driveway or within 15 feet in either direction of a fire hydrant or the
enbtrance to a fire station, or within 15 feet of the cormer of any
intersection, ‘

(E) Any person who violates the provisions of this section shall
on convietion be punished by a fine of nnd more than 550,00 or by imprison-
gemt in the municipal jail for not more than 10 days.

SHCTION 6: Lights , - Every mobtor vehicle upon the public streets
of the City of Roanoke,during the period from & half hour after sunset
t0 & half hour tefore sunrise, shall be equipped with two head lights at
the front of and on opposite sides of the motor vehicle, so constructed,
arreanged and adjusted that they will during the period of time of day
herein mentioned and under normal atmosphq;ic conditions and on a level
street produce a driving light sufficient to render clearly discernible
a person 200 feet-ahead, but shall not project a laring or dazzling
light to persons in Ffront of such head lights, and shall also be
equipped with a rear lamp which exhibits a red light plainly visible under

normel atmospheric conditions from a distance of 500 feet to the rear of



such motor vehicle and so constructed and placed that the number plate
carried on the rear of such motor vehicle shall under like conditioﬁs

be so illuminated:by 2 white light as to be read from a distance of 50
feet to the rear of such vehicle.

SECTION 7: Brekes, -~ Zvery motor vehicle when operated upon the
public streets of the City of Roanoke shall be equipped with brakes
adeguate 10 control the movements of and to stop an&_hoid such vehicle,
jncluding two separate means of applying the brakes, each of which shall
be affective o apply the brakes to at least two wheels and so construct-
od that no part which is liable to failure shall be common to two., All
such brakes shall be maintained in good working order,

SECTION 8: Certificate of Registration, - It shall be unlawful
for any person to operate or drive on the public streets of the City
of Roanoke any auto or other motor vehicle uhless such auto or motor
vehicle shall have a certificate of registration, license plate or tag
assigned to it by Secretary of State of the State of Alabama,con-
spicuously displayed upon the rear of gudh vehicle, securely fastened.

SECTION 9: Any person who violates either Section 6,7 or 8 of
this ordinsnce shall upon conviction thereof be punished by a fine not
exceeding One Hundred Dollars, or by imprisonment in the municipal jail
of the City of Roanoke,Alapama, for not exceeding 30 days, or by both
such fine and imprisonment,.:

SECTION 10: That if the provisions of this Ordinance or the
application thereof to any person or circumstance shall on appeal be
held to be unconstitutional such holdings shall not affect any other pro-
vigsion of this ordinance, or the application of such provision to other
persons or cireumstances, it being the inteny and purpose hereof that
each provision hereof shall stand or fall on its owm merits and that the
judicial annulment or uncimstitutionality of amy provision thereof shall
have no effect upon any other provision not so annulled.

SHCTION 11l: ‘That a2ll ordinences and parts of ordinances in con-
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fliet with this ordinance shall be and the same are hereby repezled,
